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SHELTER FOR POOR OR DESTITUTE

After the successful implementation of “Restoration
of One Room Shelter” project in Union Council
Kandhu, District Qambar Shahdadkot, MDF in col-
laboration with IOM is implementing another project
“Restoration of One Room Shelter” in another flood
affected district of Sindh i.e. District Shikarpur in ifs
Union Council Humayun, Taluka Shikarpur, After
identfifying the villages with the higher percentage of
destroyed houses, 640 beneficiaries in UC Humayun,
taluka Shikarpur are being provided with 640 One
Room Shelters.

Besides, the MDF team working in those areas strives
to resolve the social and tribal conflicts that are hin-
dering the socio economic progress of the commu-
nities in the district. The fribal conflicts amongst fribes
are increasing and the number of murders is also rife.
The MDF feam has suffered due to the presence of
some anfi-social elements that has promoted
violence, uncertainty and insecurity in the vicinity.
The conflict that erupted between dacoits and law
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enforcement agencies obstructed the free
movement of people due to the threat of being
abducted. In this precarious situation the MDF team
has established close coordination with police
department and the conflict affected communifies
are being supported by increasing ftheir access



fowards police officials and the local fradifional
elders and political activists are being sensifized o
resolve conflicts and promote social harmony in the
surrounding. Moreover, the MDF team ensuring its
commitment for community welfare is providing
adyvisory services to the conflict affected communi-
fies and even it is holding dialogues with the benefi-
ciaries of IOM project to take appropriate measures
fo move towards cooperation rather than confron-
tation.

EMPOWERING COMMUNITIES TO KEEP
THEIR VILLAGES FREE FROM OPEN
DEFECATION

MDF in collaboration with Community Development
Program (CDP), Government of Sindh is addressing
the increased need of safe drinking water supply
and sanitation facilities in UC Atta Muhammad Palli,
Taluka Umerkot, District Umerkot through the provi-
sion of 300 hand pumps and 300 latrines in the 27
vilages of the UC with the active involvement of
local people with the installafion and construction of
hand pumps and lafrines respectively.

MDF team has provided the local communifies with
agricultural extension services through continuous
support from Arid Zone Research Institute (AZRI) to
promote disaster resilient crop varieties and counter
the menace of water shorfage in the district. The
feam has given sessions on health and hygiene pro-
motion and it has voluntarily provided its vehicle to
celebrate the Maternal and Neo-Natal Child Health
Care week in collaboration with Government of
Sindh. The team is also promoting social forestry
practices by promoting the plantation of Neem and
Conocorpus trees in the district. Through these cross
cutfing inferventions if is it is anficipated that the
socio economic conditions of these communities will
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improve and the standard of life will become atfrac-
five and pleasing.

TEACHING MATHEMATICS ENGLISH

MDF in collaboration with IIm Ideas is implementing
the pilot project titled, “Teaching Mathematics &
English Through Inferactive and activity based
learning fo Enhance Learning Achievements of Girl
and Boy Students in Government and Private
Primary Schools” by designing Sindh Text Book Board
Books in the form of feacher’'s acftivity based
learning manual in  Mathematics and English
subjects fo teach girl and boy students and students
calligraphic workbooks to enhance enrolment and
learning environment achievements in 30 Public and
5 Private Primary Schools of Union Council Seerani,
District Badin, Sindh province.
